EFRAG has been asked by the European Commission to provide it with advice and
supporting material on Disclosure Initiative - Amendments to IAS 7 (‘the Amendments’). In
order to do so, EFRAG has been carrying out an assessment of the Amendments against
the technical criteria for endorsement set out in Regulation (EC) No 1606/2002 and has
also been assessing the costs and benefits that would arise from their implementation in
the European Union (the EU) and European Economic Area.

To summarise, EFRAG’s initial assessment is that
the Amendments will not result in a significant increase in costs for preparers or
users.
