EFRAG has identified that in assessing whether the endorsement of IFRIC 22 is conducive to the 
European public good it should consider whether IFRIC 22 is an improvement over current 
requirements across the areas which have been subject to changes (see paragraphs 3 to 5 of 
Appendix 3 of the accompanying Draft Letter to the European Commission). To summarise, 
EFRAG’s initial assessment is that IFRIC 22 is likely to improve the quality of financial 
reporting.

Some initial 
work has been carried out, and the responses to this invitation to comment will be used to 
complete the assessment.  

The results of the initial assessment of costs are set out in paragraphs 7 to 14 of Appendix 3 
of the accompanying Draft Letter to the European Commission regarding endorsement of 
IFRIC 22. To summarise, EFRAG’s initial assessment is that IFRIC 22 is likely to result in 
insignificant costs for users and for most preparers.
